EDITORIAL

Sbornik praci filozofické fakulty brnénské univerzity, rada F — uménovédna
je publikovan pravidelné jiz od roku 1957 jako odborné periodikum brnénského
Seminafe déjin umeéni Filozofické fakulty Masarykovy univerzity. Je tak dlou-
hodobé jednim z mala, které jsou uméleckohistorickymi pracovisti na ceskych
a moravskych univerzitich vydavany. I kdyz v sedmdesatych a osmdesatych
letech nemohl nas sbornik vychazet jako rocenka, nikdy nedoslo k jeho zastaveni,
a v tehdejsi nelehké existencni situaci katedry i naseho oboru obecné, pfipominal,
ze dé&jiny uméni na brnénské univerzité existuji, a to navzdory ztrat¢ své organi-
zac¢ni samostatnosti. Po konsolidaci pomérd po roce 1989 zacala byt uménovédna
fada sborniku od roku 1997 znovu vydavana kazdoro¢né¢ pod novym nazvem
Opuscula Historiae Atrium. Pti zachovani pivodniho podtitulu Studia minora
facultatis philosophicae. Series historiae artium a také kontinuity jejiho ¢islovani
doslo tehdy k ¢asteéné obméné zakladni koncepce jeho naplné (k tomu viz edito-
rial in: Opuscula Historie Atrium F 40, 1997).

Uménovédna tada Shorniku praci filozofické fakulty brnénské univerzity zis-
kala za dobu své dosavadni existence nepochybné osobité postaveni mezi ume-
leckohistorickymi Casopisy v €eskych zemich, kdyz pfinesla mnozstvi védec-
kych studii, ¢lankd, referatt a recenzi, jejichz autory byli pedagogové plsobici
postupné v Seminafi, stejn¢ jako jeho absolventi a po roce 1997 také nadani,
jesté negraduovani studenti. Sborniky koncipované jako slavnostni spisy k pfi-
pomenuti Zivotnich vyroci protagonisti brnénskych dé&jin uméni Eugena Dostéla,
Véclava Richtera, Alberta Kutala, Antonina Friedla, Bohdana Laciny, Ivo Krska,
Zdenka Kudélky a Milose Stehlika pak ptinesly mnohdy zdsadni piispévky pied-
nich Ceskych, ale také fady zahrani¢nich historiki uméni, pfipadné¢ vyznamnych
reprezentantll jinych védnich obort — filosofie, klasické archeologie, historie,
estetiky, nebo etnografie.

Letos$ni jubilejni 50. Cislo Casopisu Opuscula Historiae Artium ptinasi — na
rozdil od ptedchozich deseti ro¢nikii — programoveé piispévky vsech soucasnych
¢lentl brnénské katedry, profesorii i odbornych asistentti. Témata jejich ptispevka
odkazuji k naplni a k hlavnim tematickym okruhiim vyzkumné ¢innosti Semina-
fe, jiz tradicné zameéfené zejména na studium dé€jin umeni, architektury, sochai-
stvi, malifstvi a umeleckého femesla na Moravé od stitedovéku po nejnovejsi
dobu, s pfihlédnutim k SirSimu stfedoevropskému kontextu. Soucasné se také
snazi prezentovat metodické pfistupy ptiznacné prave pro brnénskou skolu déjin
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umeéni. Jubileum se spolecné s padesatym vyro¢im, které v ptistim roce uplyne od
vydani prvniho, samostatného ¢isla uménovédné fady Shorniku praci filozoficke
fakulty brnénské univerzity, navic stalo podnétem ke zpracovani soupisu vsech
prispévki otisténych v padesati dosud vydanych svazcich a k jeho publikovani
v ramci tohoto ¢isla. Jeho sestaveni je praci PhDr. Polany Bregantové, uznavané
specialistky na uméleckohistorickou bibliografii u nas. Lze si jen ptat, aby tato
bibliografie odborné vefejnosti doma i v zahrani¢i namisto mnoha slov souhrnné
a koncizné predstavila rozsah, autorskou i tematickou mnohotvéarnost a v fadé
pripadii i zavaznost prispévka, které se v uplynulém ptilstoleti objevily na stran-
kach naSeho ¢asopisu.

Sbornik pract filozofické fakulty brnénské univerzity, rada F — uménovédna
has been published regularly since 1957 as the specialist periodical of the Art
History Department of the Arts Faculty of Masaryk University in Brno. It is thus
been for many years one of the few periodicals published by art history depart-
ments at Czech and Moravian universities. Even though our journal could not
be published every year during the 1970s and 1980s, it was never suspended
completely and, in the difficult situation that the Department and our discipline
in general found themselves in at that time, it provided a reminder that the study
of art history still existed at Brno University, in spite of the fact that it no longer
had its own independent structure. After a period of consolidation after 1989, the
art history section of the journal was once again published every year from 1997
onwards under the new title Opuscula Historiae Artium. The original subtitle Stu-
dia minora facultatis philosophicae. Series historiae artium and the continuity
of numbering the different issues were preserved from the original publication,
but the basic conception of the content was modified slightly (see the editorial in:
Opuscula Historiae Artium F 40, 1997).

During the course of its existence so far, the art history section of the Sbornik
praci filozofické fakulty brnenské univerzity has undoubtedly acquired a distinc-
tive position among art history periodicals in the Czech lands. It has included
a wealth of academic studies, articles, lectures and reviews by the teachers who
have taught at the Department over the years, graduates from the Department,
and since 1997 also by gifted students who have not yet graduated. Special issues
prepared as Festschrifts to mark the birthdays of significant figures on the Brno
art history scene (such as Eugen Dostal, Vaclav Richter, Albert Kutal, Antonin
Friedl, Bohdan Lacina, Ivo Krsek, Zden¢k Kud¢lka and Milo§ Stehlik) often in-
cluded major contributions by leading art historians both from the Czech Re-
public and from other countries, and sometimes by prominent representatives of
other academic fields such as philosophy, classical archacology, history, aesthetics,
or ethnography.

This year’s jubilee 50th issue of Opuscula Historiae Artium — in contrast to
those of the previous ten years — is planned so as to include contributions by all
the current teachers at the Department, both professors and lecturers. The topics
of their contributions reflect the content and main thematic areas of the research
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activity of the Department, which traditionally focuses primarily on the study
of art history, architecture, sculpture, painting, and arts and crafts in Moravia
from medieval times until the present, taking into account the broader Central
European context. At the same time they attempt to present the methodological
approaches that are characteristic of the Brno school of art history. This jubilee
issue, together with the fiftieth anniversary of the publication of the first inde-
pendent number of the art history section of the Sbornik praci filozofické fakulty
brnénské univerzity, which occurs next year, has also inspired us to compile a list
of all the contributions printed in the 50 volumes published so far. This list, which
has been published in this issue, has been compiled by PhDr. Polana Bregantova,
an acknowledged specialist on art history bibliography in the Czech lands. It only
remains to express the wish that this bibliography of both Czech and international
specialist authors, without using many words, will present a concise overview of
the scope, range of authors and topics, and in many cases the significant nature
of the contributions that have appeared on the pages of our periodical over the
course of the past half century.
