LES TEXTES CRETO-MYCENIENS ET LA LANGUE DE LA
POESIE LYRIQUE CHORALE GRECQUE (PINDARE)

1. Le déchiffrement par M. Ventris des textes créto-mycéniens du 2éme millénaire av. J. C.
s’est montré trés fécond pour le linguistique et la littérature grecque.

Des recherches nouvelles de la dialectologie grecque sont apparues. Toute une série des oeuvres,
dédiées & 1'analysc de la poésie homérique aux nouveaux points de vue, a été publiée.

2. A P'ordre du jour vient aussi la question de I'accés & la poésie lyrique chorale grecque.
Les connexions de la langue des podtes chorales avec la langue homérique étaient dans le passé
oonnues et étudiées & fond. Mais le probléme d’origine et de la formation de la langue de la poésie
lyrique ohorale attend toujours sa solution. L'un des obstacles sérieux, que empéchaient de
résoudre ce probléme, était récemment I’absence du matériel comparatif avant-homérique. Les
inscriptions créto-myocéniennes ont réalisé en partie cette lacune.

3. Le représentant le plus marqué de la poésie lyrique chorale Pindare applique dans sa poésie
lyrique au large lpoint la composition nominale (mots composés). A coté de composés homériques
paraissent chez lui prés de 300 noms composés, non attestés chez les auteurs grecs. On trouve
chez Homére quelques formes de composés de Pindare seulement dans les noms propres.

4. Tout un groupe de bases verbales, existantes dans la premiére composante des composés
de Pindare et non attestées chez Homére, se trouve dans les inscriptions créto-mycéniennes.
Les textes oréto-mycéniens contiennent ausai une série d’autres composés (non repréeentés dans
les podmes homériques) et également les composés particuliers, que 1'on rencontre pour la pre-
miére fois ou uniquement chez Pindare.

5. La comparaison de pindarismes avec les moms propres homériques et créto-mycéniens
analogues méne & la conolusion que la langue de la poésie lyrique chorale, au moins dans le domaine
des noms des composés, conserva A c6té de la tradition commune aussi 8a propre tradition poé-
tique ne dépendant pas de la tradition homérique et dérivant son origine cfe la tradition mycé-
nienne, et peut-étre de 1'époque encore plus ancienne.
