V soucasné védé zaznivd silné volani po interdisciplindrnim piistupu. Velmi se cent, kdyz
badatelé vykroci z uzkych koleji své oborové profilace a pokusi se na reSeny problém po-
divat z riznych netradi¢nich Ghld. Pfes deklarovanou vitanost mezioborového propojeni
nardzeji ¢asto podobné pokusy na administrativni prekdzky (nezaraditelnost do rigidné
strukturovanych oborovych panelii) i na nepochopeni (,védecka nedokonalost® z po-
hledu tuzké oborové specializace). Tyto realné i mentdlni bariéry se pokousi jiz nékolik
let prekracovat projekt Historického ustavu Filozofické fakulty Masarykovy univerzity
Kulturnt déjiny piva (bliZe o ném v textu Libora Zajice). A stejné tak se o to pokousi
i toto monotematické ¢islo prindsejici vybrané texty z dosud uskute¢nénych projektovych
workshopti.

Interdisciplinary approaches in contemporary science are increasingly in demand. It is
highly valued when researchers step out of the relatively narrow confines of their disci-
plines and try to examine a problem from a variety of non-traditional angles. However,
although interdisciplinary networking is welcomed, such attempts often encounter ad-
ministrative obstacles (as they do not fit into rigidly structured disciplinary panels) and
misunderstanding (“scientific imperfection” from the perspective of narrow disciplinary
specialisations). For several years now, these real and mental barriers have been chal-
lenged by the project of the Institute of History of the Faculty of Arts of Masaryk Univer-
sity entitled the Cultural History of Beer (for more on this, see the article by Libor Zajic).
This monothematic issue, which presents selected texts from the project workshops that
have been held so far, is another attempt to overcome these barriers.
