EDITORIAL

In 1957, the university in Brno published the first issue of a new series within
the Shornik praci filozofické fakulty brnénské university [Collection of Works of
the Philosophical Faculty of the Brno University]. By that time, the Sbornik had
been published for six years and it included studies, articles, papers and reviews
written by faculty members or talented students. The new series, denoted by the
letter F, bore the subtitle “Art Studies” and contained contributions dealing with
the history of art, musicology and aesthetics. By 1961, four annual issues of the
new series had been published, covering this combination of art-oriented dis-
ciplines. The 1961 issue, paying homage to professor Véclav Richter, who cele-
brated his 60th birthday, was the first to include only papers on art history.
When, in 1965, another series on musicology was established, the original title
“Art Studies” was preserved, yet the Latin translation — Series historiae artium
— accentuated that the F series was devoted to works on the history of art. In
1974, when altogether 18 annual issues had been published in this series, the
publishing of the Sbornik was reorganized and the F series began to appear once
in two years as a double issue. Twice it was even published as a triple issue,
larger in volume. Several issues were dedicated to jubilees of eminent art histo-
rians and scholars who had contributed to the development of the discipline of
art history at the Brno university (Eugen Dostél, Albert Kutal, Antonin Friedl,
Bohdan Lacina, Ivo Krsek, Zden&k Kudé&lka). Thus the Art Studies series gained
its status of a respected scholarly periodical, presenting the works and opinions
of the Brno school of art history. Last triple issue, F 37-39, dedicated to the 70th
birthday of professor Milo$ Stehlik, was published in 1995.

As of this year, a new change has been introduced. While the Sbornik praci filo-
zofické fakulty brnénské umiverzity as a whole is being turned into a modern
scholarly annual, all of its series are gaining a further degree of independence.
One of the outer expressions of this autonomy is also the new title of the Art
Studies series, now called Opuscula historiae artium. To emphasize the conti-
nuity with the preceding series, we have decided to keep the subtitle Studia mi-
nora facultatis philosophicae. Series historiae artium, as well as to continue
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with the current numbering of the series. It is our intention also to continue with
the effort to present, regularly, primarily the work and the achievements of the
Institute of Art History of the Masaryk university to the scholarly public both in
this country and abroad. Therefore, we will publish not only the studies and pa-
pers by the faculty members of the Institute of Art History in Bmo, but also the
contributions of talented students and beginning art historians.

Roku 1957 se na brnénské univerzité objevilo prvni islo nové fady Shorniku
praci filozofické fakulty brnénské univerzity oznalené pismenem F. Sbornik
praci filozofické fakulty, ktery tehdy vychézel jiZz Sestym rokem, byl chapan ja-
ko védecké periodikum zvefejiiujici védecké studie, ¢lanky, referaty a recenze
vysoko$kolskych ugitell, pfipadn& talentovanych studenti. Nova fada F nesla
podtitul uménovédna, nebot’ shromaZzd'ovala pfispévky z oboru déjin uméni,
muzikologie a estetiky. V tomto sdruzeni rozliénych disciplin byly publikovany
celkem &tyfi Cisla-roéniky. Roku 1961 byl pfipraven sbornik k ¥edesétinam pro-
fesora Vaclava Richtera jako prvni sbornik vénovany pouze pfispévkiim z ob-
lasti d&jin uméni. Po vzniku nové fady hudebnévédné v roce 1965 zistalo sice
tradi€ni oznadeni fada um&novédna zachovano, ale latinsky pfeklad (Series his-
toriae artium) zduraznil, Ze se jedna o sbornik uméleckohistorickych studii. Do
roku 1974 vyslo takto celkem 18 rotenek. V ramci reorganizace vydavani cen-
trilniho fakultniho Sborniku zadala byt poté fada uménovédna vyddvana ob je-
den rok jako dvojéislo (pfi nezménéném rozsahu), dvakrat vysla dokonce jako
troj&islo s vét§im rozsahem. Rada &isel byla koncipovéna jako slavnostni sbor-
niky k Zivotnim vyro¢im vyznamnych historikii uméni a osobnosti té€sné spja-
tych s rozvojem a péstovanim dé&jin uméni na brnénské univerzit€ (Eugen Do-
stal, Albert Kutal, Antonin Friedl, Bohdan Lacina, Ivo Krsek, Zden¢k Kudé&lka).
V této podob€ si uménovédna fada Shorniku praci filozofické fakulty brnénské
univerzity ziskala pevné misto mezi odbornymi uméleckohistorickymi Casopisy
v teskych zemich jako tribuna nazori brnénské $koly dé&jin umeéni. Posledni
trojislo, vénované sedmdesatindm prof. MiloSe Stehlika, je v této fadé F 37-39
datovano rokem 1995.

QOd letodniho roku dochézi k dal$i proméné. Ve fakultnim méfitku se dosa-
vadni Sbornik praci filozofické fakulty brnénské umiverzity proméfiuje ve vé-
deckou ro¢enku moderniho typu a spolu s tim dochazi i k dal$imu osamostatnéni
jednotlivych fad. Navenek se tato autonomie projevuje mj. novymi tituly rode-
nek, a proto dosavadni sbornik uménovédné fady ponese napfist€ nizev Opuscu-
la historiae artium. Ve snaze zdiraznit kontinuitu s dosavadn{ fadou ponecha-
vame viak v podtitulu stavajici oznadeni Studia minora facultatis philosophicae.
Series historiae artium a pokratujeme také v dosavadnim ¢&islovani celé fady.
Zachovana zistane i snaha pravideln& pfedstavovat pfedeviim vysledky prace
Seminéafe d&jin umé&ni Masarykovy univerzity domaci a zahraniéni odborné ve-
fejnosti. Proto budou publikovany nejen prace uditeld brnénského Seminéfe dé-
jin uméni, ale také pfispévky nadanych studenti a za¢inajicich historiki uméni.
