V souvislosti s pfejmenovanim Casopisti na Filozofické fakulté Masarykovy
univerzity dochazi i ke zméné nazvu Easopisu vydavaného Ustavem archeologie
a muzeologie FF MU. Stavajici Sbornik praci Filozofické fakulty brnénské uni-
verzity, Rada archeologicka M (SPFFBU M), se tim v roce 2013 méni na Studia
archaeologica Brunensia (SAB). Tento nazev, ktery fungoval od roku 1999 jako
svého druhu podtitul, bude od nynégjska jedinym a Uplnym nazvem naseho Ca-
sopisu. Se zménou nazvu souvisi i pridéleni nového ISSN 1805-918X. Pro zdu-
raznéni kontinuity navazuje Studia archaeologica Brunensia v ¢islovani ro¢nikt
na SPFFBU M, tzn. leto$ni ro¢nik nese ¢islo 18.

In connection with the fact that periodicals at the Faculty of Arts of the Masar-
yk University are getting renamed, the journal issued by the Department of Ar-
chaeology and Museology will also be renamed. In 2013, the existing Studia
minora Facultatis philosophicae Universitatis Brunensis, Series archaeologica M
will become Studia archaeologica Brunensia (abbr. SAB). This new name, which
has been used as a sort of subtitle since 1999, will now become the only, full title
of our journal. This renaming is associated with a new ISSN 1805-918X for the
journal. To emphasise the continuity, Studia archacologica Brunensia will num-
ber the upcoming volumes in sequence after the preceding Studia minora etc., i.e.
this year’s volume will be number 18.
