Submission of manuscripts

Authors are invited to submit original, previously un-
published articles in English, German, French, Span-
ish, Italian and Latin, or in Czech and Slovak (bohemi-
ca, slovacica), concerning all the aforementioned fields
of research. All articles will be reviewed anonymously
by two independent reviewers. Selected papers will
be published both in print and online. Additionally,
we also welcome the reviews of scholarly monographs
and thematically related reports.

Formal requirements

- Maximum length of an article: 35,000 characters.

- Maximum length of a review or report: 7,000 characters.
- Title and author’s affiliation: title in the language
of the submission and in English, complete name,
academic position, address, and e-mail.

Abstract and keywords: each submission must begin
with an abstract and key words in English. Maxi-
mum length of an abstract: 1,800 characters.
Figures and supplements: ideally in separate files.

Line spacing: 1.

Font size: 12 pts.

Font: “UNICODE” Times New Roman / Palatino Lino
Type (Ancient Greek incl.); if any other special fonts
are used, they have to be included in the submission.

Abbreviated citations of classical works: we recom-
mend the lists of abbreviations published in Thesau-
rus Linguae Latinae and in the Greek dictionary LID-
DELL-SCOTT; for mediaeval works with no fixed
usage, we recommend that the authors introduce
their own abbreviations (their list should be includ-
ed in the bibliography).

Citations: we prefer short citations given in the text,
longer citations should be put in the footnotes in
a shortened form as follows: Canfora (2001: pp.
45-58); Conte (2003a: p. 58); etc.

- Footnotes and charts: generated automatically.

- Classical quotations, titles of literary works: in Italics.
- Works cited: should be traceable in the Bibliography
concluding the article and stated in APA format.

Full guidelines for authors including the examples of
bibliography quotations are provided on the journal
webpage.
