Podminky prijimani prispévkii / Guideline for contributors: submission criteria
Casopis GLB je recenzované védecké periodikum, a v ném zvefejnéné piispévky
musi proto spliovat odbornd i formalni kritéria z této skute¢nosti vyplyvajici. Re-
dakéni rada pti rozhodovani o uvetejnéni rukopisu vychazi z hodnoceni nezavislych
odborniki. Casopis GLB se tematicky zamé&fuje na oblast klasické filologie, klasic-
ké archeologie, starovékych dé€jin, medievistiky a ptibuznych obort. Pfijimany jsou
rukopisy v anglictin€, némcing, italstin€, francouzsting, Spanélsting a lating, piipadné
v cestiné a slovensting (u piispévki tematizujicich problematiku medievistickych
a neolatinistickych textti bohemikalni a slovacikalni provenience), zaslané v texto-
vém formatu Word (.doc, .rtf) a jako .pdf na e-mailovou adresu redakce.

Rozsah ptispévki, vcetné poznamek pod carou je u odborného ¢lanku maximalné
35 000 znaka (piijeti delSich prispévkia redakce podminuje predchozi domluvou),
u recenzi, zprav a informaci 7 000 znakt. Rukopis pfispévkt musi vedle vlastniho
textu zahrnovat i anglicky abstrakt a klicova slova v anglictiné, vSe obvykle v roz-
sahu 1 800 znakd.

Cizojazy¢né prispévky jsou piijimany po provedeni dikladné jazykové korektury,
nejlépe rodilym mluvéim s piislusnym vzdélanim. VSechny zaslané ¢lanky jsou po-
souzeny redakci z hlediska dodrzeni pozadované formalni upravy. Piispévky, které
upravu porusuji, jsou zaslany autorovi k upravé.

GLB is a peer-reviewed scholarly journal. Therefore, all contributions must meet the established
formal and academic criteria. GLB welcomes submissions concerning all the aforementioned
fields of research. Based on the independent reviews, the Editorial Board of GLB makes de-
cisions on publication and scheduling. The editor always timely informs the authors about the
reviewers’ assessments. Submissions are allowed to be in English, German, French, Spanish or
Italian. The submissions must be in .doc or .rtf format and .pdf.

The submissions should not exceed 35,000 characters including footnotes (if a submission does
exceed this limit, editors have to be consulted). Reviews, reports and additional information
should not exceed 7,000 characters. Submissions should be accompanied by abstract and key
words in English with the maximum length of 1,800 characters.

For all foreign language submissions, the journal requires proof-reading provided by a native
speaker with the proper erudition. The journal’s formal criteria must be accepted and retained,



the author can be asked for the formal adjustment of the submission. The journal reserves the
privilege to do any language or formal emendations of all texts (though, the particular changes

have to be approved by the author).

Abbreviated citations of Classical works: we recom-
mend the lists of abbreviations published in The-
saurus Linguae Latinae and in the Greek diction-
ary LIDDELL-SCOTT; for medieval works with no
fixed usage, we recommend that the authors intro-
duce their own abbreviations (their list should be
a part of bibliography).

Citations: we recommend short citations given in the
text, longer in footnotes, always shortened as fol-
lows: Canfora (2001: pp. 45-58); Canfora (2001a:
p. 58); etc.

Title and author’s affiliation: title in the language of
the submission and in English, complete name, ad-
dress, and contact information (e-mail).

Abstract and summary: each submission must in-
clude an abstract and key words in English at the
beginning of it.

Footnotes and tables / charts: generated automati-
cally

Latin quotations, Titles of literary works: in /talics.

Works cited: should be traceable at the end (Bibliog-
raphy) in the following form (APA style):

(regarding the arrangement of arguments, language issues, conciseness of the paper, key words ,
bibliography etc.). The author is then asked to adjust his submission according to these remarks,
in the case of disapproval, the submission is excluded from further evaluation.
