V dosavadni
produkci nalezneme tfi monotematicka éisla,
zahrnujici reflexi pulstoleté existence brnénské
univerzitni vyuky muzeologie, jejtho vyvoje
a kurikula (2014/2) a odbornych p¥ispévkt
z mezinarodni konference Muzeo50 v Brné

k oslavam tohoto jubilea (2015/2). Zatim
posledni z téchto tematicky profilovanych
¢isel bylo vénovano vyznamné osobnosti
nestora muzeologie, Zbynku Z. Strdnskému,
a mezinarodnimu ohlasu jeho dila (2016/2).
Na strankéch periodika jsme publikovali také
tematické ¢lanky z brnénskych prednasek

a workshopti zahrani¢nich odborniki

pro studenty a absolventy muzeologie

a zainteresovanou verejnost.

Vedle studif, metodickych a informativnich
texttl jsou prubézné zafazovany dali rubriky
jako kritika vystav, recenze publikaci,

zpravy a také vzpominkové a jubilantské
medailony osobnosti oboru. Aktualnim
¢islem se ¢lanky dotykaji témat historické
muzeologie (M. Raffler, M. Palarik),
napliiovani socialni a kulturni role muzea ve
spole¢nosti (E. Mastenitsa a L. Shlyakhtina,
H. Kinoshita, V. Pinnoy) a metodologie
muzejné-pedagogického vyzkumu

(V. Kolarikovéa). Soucasné se timto podzimnim
¢islem pripojujeme se srdeénym blahopranim
k ptilkulatému Zivotnimu jubileu Georgi
Heinovi, kli¢ové osobnosti svétové muzejni
pedagogiky a ¢lenu redakéni rady naseho
casopisu.

Museologica Brunensia celebrates five years of
its existence among specialist museological
periodicals, which prompts looking back

over the ten issues published so far. We
highly appreciate fruitful collaboration with
a growing number of contributors, which also
expands the theme scope of the journal; in
addition, the number of readers has increased
as well. In those five years, over eighty
authors have contributed their articles, and
over half of them were from abroad (Austria,
Switzerland, Germany, France, Slovenia,
Slovakia, Poland, Lithuania, Greece, Russia,
Great Britain, USA, Mexico, Costa Rica, New
Zealand and China etc.). The production

so far includes three theme-based issues
reflecting, among other things, upon the fifty
years of the existence of the Brno university
teaching of museology, its development and
curriculum (2014/2), and contributions from
the “Muzeo50” international conference held
in Brno on this occasion (2015/2). The latest
among these specialized issues was dedicated
to Zbynék Z. Stransky, a prominent figure in
world museology, and to the international
reception of his work (2016/2). Museologica
Brunensia has also brought articles from Brno
lectures and workshops for museology students
and graduates, as well as for the specialist
public, given by international experts.

Apart from studies, methodical and
informative texts, the journal regularly
features sections such as reviews of exhibitions
and publications, news and commemorative
and jubilee articles devoted to the luminaries
of the branch. Contributions in the most
recent issue focus on the subjects of historical
museology (M. Raffler, M. Palarik), the

social and cultural role of museums in

society (E. Mastenitsa and L. Shlyakhtina,

H. Kinoshita, V. Pinnoy) and the methodology
of research in museum pedagogy

(V. Kolarikova). And last but not least, this
autumn issue also commemorates the birthday
anniversary of Georg Hein, an eminent

figure in international museum pedagogy

and member of the Museologica Brunensia
editorial board.
