RENATA ZAKOVA’s (Brno)
article is dealing with practical museology and
with controversial exhibitions and their reflection
by museum visitors by presenting parts of her
diploma thesis and addressing special areas of
controversy. In the section of scientific articles
we can also find studies by AYA KIMURA (Tokio)
who gives insights into national strategies of
digitisation in Lithuanian Museums from 2008

to 2017, and by MARKUS WALZ (Leipzig) on the
use of the terms museology and museography in
German language.

The methodological and informative texts are
presented by IRENA CHOVANCIKOVA (Czech
Republic), who pays attention to the national
museum competition in the Czech Republic,

and by ELENA MASTENITSA and LYUDMILA
SHLYAKHTINA (Russia) who introduce the

topic of the first department of museology in

St. Petersburg. OTAKAR KIRSCH (Brno) presents
a contribution to the 135th birth anniversary of
Jaroslav Helfert.

News are presented by two Brno museology
students: BARBORA KOPECKA reports on the
second open round table of museology which took
place at the University of Graz (Austria) in
November 2017, and MICHAELA ZURKOVA on the
Society of Brno Museologists and the reflection of
the World War II affairs in contemporary methods
of presentation projects.

This issue of the
journal thus shows a wide range of methodological
approaches and topics in the field of museology.
