Schopnost G¢inné zprostfedkovat zkoumana
témata a muzedlie spociva v propojeni védy

a edukace, za kooperace muzejnich pedagogt
a kuréatorti. Oborové didaktiky v muzeu tak
spojuji jak popularizaci vysledka védeckého
vyzkumu, tak adekvatni formy zprostifedkovani
téchto poznatkt pro jednotlivé skupiny publika,
a to za prihlédnuti k moZnostem a specifikim
jednotlivych védnich disciplin.

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EDITORIAL

Dear readers,

the studies in this issue are interconnected

by a common theme — disciplinary museum
didactics. They are based on the Czech and
Slovak contributions that were presented at the
online conference Current Trends in Museum
Presentation and Education IV. The conference
was broadcast from the Villa Low-Beer (Museum
of the Brno Region, Czech Republic) in the
autumn of 2020. The above-mentioned topic

is of key importance for further development

of museum pedagogy. The practice often

puts unilateral emphasis on pedagogical-
psychological and museum-didactic competences
of museum pedagogues. However, quality
education also requires didactic knowledge of
the content, in other words a sufficiently deep
knowledge of a certain professional topic, as
well as the ability to communicate it effectively
to selected target groups. The bearers of

deep disciplinary knowledge are professional
workers, curators, who represent individual
scientific disciplines in museums. Nevertheless,
this expert knowledge is usually remote and
incomprehensible to non-professional museum
visitors. The ability to effectively communicate
investigated topics and museum objects consists
in the interconnection of science and education
within a cooperation of museum pedagogues
and curators. Disciplinary museum didactics
thus interconnect both the popularisation of
scientific research results and adequate forms
of communicating this knowledge to individual
audience groups, with regard to possibilities and
specifics of individual disciplines of science.

The wide spectrum of topics of conference
papers, which are available on the YouTube
channel of the Museum of the Brno Region,

is represented in this issue by studies on

the problems of citizen science projects

in museums (P. Caltova, Z. Kulhava and

F. Tymr), the difficult knowledge phenomenon
(J. Jiroutova), museum didactics of
numismatics (M. Mazarova) and natural
sciences (E. FarkaSovska and A. Lenkova). The
issue ends with informative texts about current
events and accomplished projects.
