it was with a feeling of dismay and deep sadness that we heard of 
the death of your dear husband, the late Prof. Dr. Jan Firbas. I could 
hardly believe it when the sad news was conveyed to me by Prof. Dr. 
Klaus Hansen. Too vividly did I remember the last time I met him 
here in Berlin, when he addressed a large audience in the Senate 
Hall of our university on the occasion of Prof. Hansen's 65th birth­
day. He gave his laudatory speech with a verve that belied his ad­
vanced age. It is a painful shock to realize that this exceptional man 
has gone from the scholarly community forever and left bereaved all 
the people who loved h im dearly. He was the last of the great fig­
ures of the world-famous Prague School of Linguistics, which had a 
profound influence on the research and the teaching of the linguists 
in the English Department of Humboldt University Berlin. We ap­
preciated him highly as an eminent scholar, but Jan Firbas was more 
than a colleague for us: he was a good friend, first and foremost for 
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Klaus Hansen, with whom he shared so many experiences in a time 
of political repression with its personal hardships and existential 
problems. But he also gave a generous share of his friendliness, his 
good advice, and his fine sense of humour to the next generation of 
linguists in the English Department, including Prof. Uwe Carls and 
me. We admired and revered him, and all the more so because in 
his behaviour he expressed an attitude of deep modesty and unpre-
tentiousness that is the hallmark of the truly great, and a world apart 
from the noisy self aggrandizement so often found with people of 
lesser merit. 
With lan Firbas, an epoch has come to an end. A great scholar is no 
more. May it be a thought of comfort and consolation to you, Pani 
Firbasovä, that we shall always treasure the memory of your hus­
band, to whom we owe so much.
