Editorial

Predkladané &islo Casopisu Opuscula historiae artium se od predeslych ponékud lisi, respektive je obohaceno o jeden
novy prvek. Pospolu se zde objevuji dva pfispévky Dagmar Zdychové a Toméase Murara, studenti Ustavu pro déjiny uméni
Filozofické fakulty Univerzity Karlovy. Sama pfitomnost studentskych praci neni nijak vyjime¢nad, ani nova. Jiz dfive se
na strankdch tohoto Casopisu objevovaly studie vychazejici z Gspé$nych diplomovych praci, bakalatskych i magisterskych.
Duvod publikovéni studii dvou zminénych mladych kolegii je vSak v tomto pripadé specifi¢téjsi. Souvisi totiZ tésné s nové
ustavenou védeckou konferenci Paragone. Ta je definovana jako soutéz studentii bakalafského ¢i magisterského stupné,
ktefi na nékterém z domécich akademickych pracovist studuji déjiny uméni, ¢i jiny tizce spiiznény obor. Svych charakte-
rem se vSak jedna o regulérni konferenci, na niz vybran{ studenti prezentuji vysledky svych obhdjenych bakalafskych nebo
rozpracovanych magisterskych praci. Za vznikem soutéze stoji olomouckd Katedra déjin uméni a okolnosti jejiho iniciova-
ni snad nejlépe naznadi jeji plny nazev: ,Paragone: Soutéz o Cenu profesora Milana Tognera“ Jednou z motivaci ustaveni
takového odborného studentského setkdvani se stala pravé pfipominka osobnosti Milana Tognera, zakladatele novodobé
Katedry déjin uméni v Olomouci a nezapomenutelného pedagoga, stejné jako uznavaného historika uméni. Jeho odchod
na konci roku 2011 vytvofil mezi jeho kolegy a zaky prazdnotu, kterou mohou nejlépe zapliovat vzpominky.
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Konference Paragone proto pfirozené vznikla pé¢i olomoucké katedry, ovSem nejen jako forma upomenuti na tuto
jedine¢nou osobnost, jako jisty druh hommage. Jednim z hlavnich efektt této ,soutéze® je totiz zaméfeni na studenty a ze-
jména moznost jejich seznamovani a srovnavani, v dasledku posilujici vazby mezi jednotlivymi katedrami. To pfitom rov-
néz upomind na pozornost a naklonost, kterou profesor Milan Togner vénoval novym generacim historiki uméni. Vedle
vlastni odborné prace byl totiz tizky a Casto i velmi pratelsky kontakt se studenty jednou z pfiznac¢nych charakteristik jeho
plisobeni na olomoucké univerzité. Konferen¢ni setkdvini Paragone tak vytvotilo v domdacim prostfedi zajimavy a novy
model, ktery obohatil stavajici specializovand odbornd setkavani, kterd se pofadaji v ramci oboru déjin uméni predevsim
na urovni doktorandskych konferenci, sympozii a workshopti.

Prvni roénik této konference se uskutecnil, jak jinak nez v Olomouci, v roce 2014 a jeji pokrac¢ovani bylo v dubnu
2015 zorganizovano na pudé Semindfe déjin uméni v Brné. Snad logicky s ohledem na skute¢nost, ze Milan Togner byl
pravé jeho absolventem. Oba ro¢niky byly bohaté a velmi zajimavé zastoupeny studenty olomoucké Katedry déjin uméni,
prazskych instituci (Ustav pro d&jiny uméni Filozofické fakulty Univerzity Karlovy, Ustav déjin kirestanského uméni Kato-
lické teologické fakulty Univerzity Karlovy, Katedra teorie a déjin uméni Vysoké $koly uméleckopriimyslové), Ustavu este-
tiky a déjin uméni Jihoceské univerzity, Katedry teorie a déjin uméni Fakulty uméni a designu Univerzity Jana Evangelisty
Purkyné v Usti nad Labem, Katedry d&jin uméni a kulturniho dédictvi Filozofické fakulty Ostravské univerzity a v nepo-
sledni fadé i zastupci Semindfe déjin uméni Filozofické fakulty Masarykovy univerzity. Vysledkem prvniho olomouckého
ro¢niku bylo vedle hodnoceni nejuspésnéjsich (i kdyz za uspésné Ize jisté povazovat v§echny zti¢astnéné) také publikovani
praci vSech zacastnénych v elektronickém sborniku. Ten je, stejné jako dalsi informace o konferenci Paragone k dispozici
na strance paragoneblog.wordpress.com, kterd vznikla pé¢i Seminafe déjin uméni a pfedev$im zdejsich doktorandu.

V uplynulém ro¢niku byl v§ak stavajici model ponékud obménén. Nejen kviili motivaci dcastnika konference, ale
i s védomim hodnoty jejich ptispévki bylo avizovano, Ze ti nejuspésnéjsi (které vybira porota slozend ze zastupct viech
dstavil) mohou nabidnout své studie pravé do Casopisu Opuscula historiae artium. Stalo se, a po fadném recenznim fizeni
Ize s potésenim konstatovat, ze studie Tomase Murdra ,Memoria et monumentum: ,Barokni princip‘ Vojtécha Birnbau-
ma a ,Podstata monumentality’ Antonina Engela“ a Dagmar Zdychové ,Krychle versus trojihelnik: Karikatury kubismu
ve Francii a Cechdch (1911-1918)“ nalezly své zaslouZené misto v tomto novém &isle. Véfime, Ze takovy publikaéni vysledek
snad nejlépe reprezentuje pozitivni efekt, ktery provazi snad jiz etablovanou studentskou konferenci Paragone. Budouc-
nost vyjevi, do jaké miry se jeji provazanost s nasim casopisem ukaze byt trvald a inspirujici. S radosti budeme prostor pro
takové vzajemné obohaceni a prezentaci poskytovat.
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This issue of Opuscula historiae artium is slightly different from previous ones and more to the point is enriched
by one new feature. Two articles here are by students from the Institute of Art History at Charles University’s Faculty of
Arts, one by Dagmar Zdychova and the other by Toma$ Murar. The inclusion of student work is not in itself exceptional or
anything new. There have been articles in past issues that were based on successful student undergraduate and graduate
theses. But the articles by the two students named above are published here for a more specific reason. These two articles
are connected to a new academic conference that has been established called Paragone. The is open to students enrolled on
abachelor or master’s programme of study in art history or a related field at an academic institution in the Czech Republic
and it is essentially a competition where selected students present the results of the work they defended as their bachelor
or master’s thesis. The competition was initiated by the Department of Art History in Olomouc and the circumstances
that gave rise to it are perhaps best captured by its full name: ‘Paragone: The Competition for the Professor Milan Togner
Prize. One of the motives for establishing this kind of student gathering was to commemorate Milan Togner, the founder
of the modern-day Department of Art History in Olomouc and both an unforgettable teacher and a respected art historian.
When he passed away in late 2011 he left behind a vacuum that his colleagues and students can at best fill with memories.

It is therefore natural that the Department of Art History in Olomouc is behind the development of Paragone,
which represents not just a way of remembering the unique figure of Milan Togner but is also a kind of hommage. One of
the main effects of this ‘competition’ has been its focus on students and in particular on opportunities to come together
and compare work, which ultimately serves to strengthen ties between departments. At the same time this serves as a re-
minder of the attention and support that Professor Milan Togner devoted to emerging new generations of art historians.
In addition to his work as a scholar, one of the characteristics that distinguished him while he was at the University of
Olomouc was the close and friendly contacts he maintained with students. The Paragone conference represents a new and
interesting model of collaboration on the domestic scene that is an enriching addition to the other meetings that exist in
the field of art history and are organised primarily as conferences, symposia, and workshops at the doctoral level.

The first year of this conference took place, naturally, in Olomouc in 2014. In April 2015 the second one was organ-
ised in Brno by the Department of Art History there, a logical location given that Milan Togner graduated from that de-
partment. Both years of the event saw a diverse and interesting array of students participants from the Department of Art
History in Olomouc, from institutions in Prague (the Institute of Art History at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University,
the Institute of the History of Christian Art at the Catholic Theological Faculty of Charles University, the Department of
Art Theory and History at the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design), the Institute of Aesthetics and Art History at the
University of South Bohemia, the Department of Art Theory and History at the Faculty of Arts and Design UJEP in Usti
nad Labem, the Department of Art History and Cultural Heritage in Ostrava, and, naturally, representatives of the depart-
ment in Brno. The outcome of the first year of the event in Olomouc was not just that the best work was given recognition
(though the work of everyone who participated can be considered a success) but also that the work of the participants was
published as a form of digital anthology. That publication, like other information about the conference, is available on the
conference’s website (paragoneblog.wordpress.com), set up by the Department of Art History, Masaryk University, and
primarily by its doctoral students.

In the past year the existing model has been slightly altered. It was announced that the most successful conference
papers (selected by a jury made up of representatives from all the art history institutions) will be able to publish their work
in Opuscula historiae artium, not just as a motivation for the conference participants, but also out of an awareness of the
value of the students’ work. After a regular peer review the journal is pleased to confirm that Tomas Murar’s ‘Memoria et
monumentum: Vojtéch Birnbaum’s “Baroque Principle” and Antonin Engel’s “Essence of Monumentality” and Dagmar
Zdychové’s ‘Cube versus Triangle: Caricatures of Cubism in France and the Czech Lands (1911-1918) have be given the place
they deserve in this new issue. We are confident that this published outcome best represents the positive effect that the
new established Paragone conference will have. The future will show to what extent the association between the student
conference and our journal proves to be lasting and inspiring. It will be our pleasure to provide the space for this kind of
mutual enrichment and presentation of work.
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
