vyrazné determinujici osudy dneSniho ¢eského

a slovenského tzemi pred dvéma lety pfinesly po

3.—4. prosince 2019 v Nové budové Narodniho
muzea v Praze realizovali IX. celorepublikové
kolokvium s nazvem ,,Muzea v proméndch casu”.
Pravé zde byla za tcasti pfizvanych muzeologt

a muzejnich pracovnikil akcentovana témata

z minulosti i soucasnosti oboru, pricemz redakce
casopisu Museologica Brunensia se rozhodla
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otisknout vybrané referaty prednesené v historické
sekci. PfedloZené monotematické ¢islo naseho
periodika tak davd moZnost nahlédnout nejen

do aktualniho stavu badani, které se stale vice
posouva od instituciondlniho vnimani a reflexe
aktivit viyznamnych osobnosti k uprednostnovani
syntetizujicich a kontextualnich pohledi
pohliZejicich na muzejnictvi jako vyrazny
spolecensky a kulturotvorny prvek. Zaroven vsak
v urcitém ohledu odhaluje mezery, které doposud
vyzkumné tsili déjin ceského a slovenského
muzejnictvi vykazuje. Vedle rodiciho se zajmu

o n€ktera témata (muzeologické mysleni,
ideologizace, kulturni politika) a ¢asova obdobi
(socialismus, obdobi transformace po roce 1989)
jde pfedevsim o celkovou reinterpretaci
dosavadniho pohledu v intencich novych poznatki
védeckych disciplin a v tomto duchu i vytvoreni
ucelené syntézy, jez by piekonala dosavadni (Ceska
republika) nebo doposud chybéjici (Slovenska
republika) zpracovani vyvoje dané problematiky.

EDITORIAL

Distinct historical milestones open a way to
looking back at previous development in many
disciplines and areas, where museums are no
exception. The events remembering the so called
Number Eight Anniversaries, which notably
determined the modern historical development
on the territory of present-day Czech Republic
and Slovakia, have taken place two years ago.
After a longer period of time they strived to sum
up many questions concerning the history of
museum phenomenon in the both states, which
in many regards build on their almost seventy-
year-long coexistence within Czechoslovakia.
Another impulse, purely from the museum sphere,
was the 100th anniversary of the Association

of Czechoslovak Museums, which was founded
in 1919. The dignified centennial celebration of
this significant agent of the museum movement
and factual forerunner of both present-day
professional museum organisations was attended
by representatives of the Czech Association

of Museums and Galleries and the Museology
Section of the Department of Archaeology and
Museology of the Masaryk University, who

were invited at the instance of Dr. FrantiSek
Sebek. Their cooperation with the Association
of Slovak Museums and the National Museum

in Prague enabled them to organise the ninth
national colloquium titled “Museums in the Course
of Time”, which has taken place in the New
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Building of the National Museum in Prague on
3-4 December 2019. The thematic scope of the
colloquium accentuated past and present topics
of the museum sphere and the editorial office of
the journal Museologicz Brun=nsia decided to
publish in print several selected papers, which
were presented in the historical section. The
monothematic issue of our periodical thus gives
the readers an insight into the present state of
research, which is shifting more and more from
the institutional perspective and reflection on
activities of significant personalities towards

the preference for synthesizing and contextual
views, showing the museums as a notable social
and culture-forming element. At the same time
it also reveals some gaps in research on the
history of Czech and Slovak museums. Besides
the rising interest in several topics (museological
thought, ideologisation, cultural policy) and
chronological periods (socialism, transformation
period after 1989) it mainly comprises an overall
reinterpretation of previous concepts with respect
to new knowledge of scientific disciplines and
creation of a comprehensive synthesis, which
would surpass the existing (Czech Republic) or still
absent (Slovak Republic) analysis of development
in the given area.
